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SHELTER BELT PLANTING
Planting & maintenance notes

Shrubs and trees best planted from autumn through until early spring; evergreens in spring. 
Plant shrubs and trees fairly close together in this area, approx. 90cm (3ft) between most plants.
The shrubs should be planted between the trees which will slow wind speed and create a natural buffer area.
A mixture of evergreen, deciduous, and berry and nut bearing plants have been chosen to support wildlife whilst also adding to the seasonal 
interest in the area.
Put tree guards in place to protect trunks from rabbit damage and rabbit proof fencing around new planting areas.
Keep new plantings well mulched, watered and weed-free until they are established.
Rows of trees and hedges can be pruned annually to keep them dense.

Mixed Native Hedge

The hedging species that make up these mixed native hedging are ideal for the meadows, fields and gardens, with no plants that are poison-
ous to animals and a range of species that provide all year round interest and a diverse habitat for wildlife.

60-90 cm whips planted in staggered rows 40cm apart with planting at 40cm centres.

*whilst Beech is not technically evergreen it keeps its leaf until the new growth

DRIVEWAY CONSTRUCTION

Due to soil conditions it is advisable to install land drainage either side of the drive. A cambered road would shed th ewater quickly.

Sub-base
This layer provides the strength and competance of the gravel drive. It should consist of a 130mm layer of DTp Type 1 granular sub-base 
material, hammered down with a vibrating plate compactor or vibrating roller to an approx. thickness of 100mm. For heavier applications, use 
180mm of hardcore, compacted to 150mm thick.

1 tonne of DTp 1 coves approx. 5sqm at 100mm compacted thickness, and approx. 3.5sqm at 150mm compacted thickness. Surface dressing 
can be used for a driveway, although10mmis the most popular choice. It is recommended that the gravel is compacted or rolled to aid supple-
ment, but it may take some time before it becomes thoroughly embedded in the underlying sub-base.

Sub-grade
The surface needs to be dug off to a minimum depth of 135mm, or 180mm for heavier vehicles such as vans and pck-up trucks. Any soft spots 
should be excavated and filled with compacted sub-base material. Remove all weeds and other unwanted organic matter. On ground troubled 
with weeds, the excavated sub-grade should be doused with a general weed killer such as sodium chlorate and/or consider using permeable 
geo-textile. These geo-textiles can also help to ‘stiffen’less firm ground as well as preventing the sub-base being driven into the sub-grade 
which can result in the sub-grade ‘pumping’ up into the sub-base.

Self Binding Gravel
The Cedec self binding product is a mixture of crushed granites and quartz. It is pH neutral and chemically inert, so suitable for the site. A 
sub-base is essential, and this should be laid over a prepared sub-grade, with an optional separation membrane used between sub-grade and 
sub-base, if ground conditions warrant it. The sub-base should be at least 100mm thick for light vehicles. Once compacted, the self-binding 
gravel is spread over the surface to a depth of 40-50mm and then compacted.

Granite setts
5 rows of granite setts 100mm x 100mm x 100mm with norminal 15mm joint width to be laid where indicated. This will restrict much of the 
migration of the gravel.

Metal edging
A heavy duty 2.5mm metal edging would be used to delineate the main house driveway area (Everedge product or similar). 

Rolled resin bonded gravel
Resin bound permeable domestic driveway specifications should be sourced from specialist.
